He has spent the vast proportion of his working career leading the debate on a number of environmental and 

social issues. His career path reflects that of the growing understanding of these issues - from the environment to corporate social 
responsibility to sustainable development, he has mainly worked in the commercial sector but has also advised the Government for 
many years.
 
In addition to having worked at B&Q, SABMiller, and Kingfisher prior to founding Single Planet Living, Dr Knight has been a 
commissioner on the UK’s Sustainable Development Commission for 9 years. He co-chaired the UK Government’s Roundtable on 
Sustainable Consumption and in May 2006 he co-authored ‘I Will if You Will’, a report which concluded that people are ready and willing 
to change but need strong leadership and more “choice editing” by central Government and businesses.
